1.1 Program Philosophy

The Media and Communications curriculum is the first-degree program in Thailand that is
specifically designed to prepare students for emerging disruptive digital markets. It accomplishes
this through a focus on convergence of digital media platforms and a strong emphasis for content,
intent, and communicability over simple ‘form’ as popularly use in other Thai undergraduate
programs. Thus, there are 3 concentrations i.e. digital journalism, creative content and integrated
media communication.

Through the integration of Theory and Practice, the curriculum delivers both knowledge
and application. This method allows students to gain a deep understanding of theory while
equipping them with the necessary skills for entering the workforce. Media and Communications
program is uniquely positioned to prepare students for the current converging media environments.
The students, thus, are expected to have a broad range of knowledge and creative skills, from critical
thinking and excellent writing to the ability to create strategic communication campaign, sharp media
issues, interactive media, performing art projects, and media policy etc.

1. Standard Control

MUIC has set up a curriculum committee to develop and improve the curriculum and produce
study plans with instructors, which will be used to further improve the curriculum. A curriculum
evaluation will be made every 5 years by inviting external specialists to give comments and suggestions
on the curriculum. Those external specialists consist of three instructors who specialize in particular

subjects and someone from an organization that hires graduates.

2. Graduates

The MUIC Student Affairs (SA) Unit collects information regarding MUIC graduates and their
current employment and academic achievements. The SA regularly issues reports which provide
feedback from MUIC employers on the graduate performance in order to guarantee quality academic
service and uses the results to revise, improve and develop the curriculum. Moreover, MUIC uses the
survey results to improve the quality of its teaching and learning in order to produce graduates who

meet the demands of the labor market.

3. Students

MUIC’s academic calendar is based on trimester system. There are three trimester each year
and each trimester last approximately 12 weeks. This allow the Media Com program to admit applicants
three times a year based on their performance in secondary programs, their Math test and English
assessment. There is a Pre-College program for those who deemed potential candidates but still need
to improve their English skills prior to entering MUIC. Newly accepted students are given orientation
session, meet the program directors, are provided with advisors within the divisions. MUIC provides not
only academic advisors who offer students’ academic solution but also counselors who advise students
about their mental health issues. MUIC also has rights to file complaints and appeal. If students question
grading in any of the courses, they have a right to review their exam papers and grades. In addition, if
students are charged and/or punished for cheating, they can appeal within 7 days after the time that

they received such notice.
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4. Instructors

General requirements are made according to Mahidol University and MUIC regulations. New
faculty members must pass a trial period of teaching before being accepted as permanent instructors.
Chairmen and instructors also have joint meetings in order to plan and improve teaching and learning
methods by using students’ evaluations of instructors in order to review and assess the curriculum. For
guest or part-time lecturers, MUIC has 3 ways to recruit part-time instructors. There are
Evaluating their eligibility and then inviting them to serve as part-time instructors; Inviting professional
instructors from other faculties and/or universities to be part-time instructors; and Having faculty

exchange programs with other universities in foreign countries.

5. Curriculum, Teaching, and Student Evaluation

All Media and Communications courses have beed designed, taught, evaluated and
monitored fro all significant stakeholders i.e students, instuctors, employers and industry. Quality
assurnace for students is further ensured by referring to MUIC Sky course reports, peer

obervations, external curricuum reviewers and curriculum committees

6. Learning Supports

Mahidol University provides an annual budget for purchasing an adequate number of books,
teaching and learning media, visual aids, teaching aids and other materials in order to support studying
both inside and outside the classrooms. The budget from Mahidol University also aims to provide a
suitable environment for studying. MUIC provide books, course packs and databases retrieved from the
MUIC library and the Central library of Mahidol University to students, instructors and staff members.
Equipment that is used for teaching includes books, course packs, databases and other teaching aids.
MUIC also provides an annual budget to procure resources for teaching, such as books, journals and
electronic databases and additional sources of teaching aids in order to have updated and adequate
teaching resources. A survey of instructor and student satisfaction towards services and resources is
made every trimester. This survey is conducted online and is used to improve the number and quality
of resources. In addition, MUIC has assigned responsible sectors to evaluate the overall satisfaction of
resources. If these sectors observe that the resources are not adequate, they can ask for additional

funding to provide extra resources in order to reach the suitable satisfaction level.
